INTRODUCTION 

Apocalyptic Literature 

The Book of Revelation is unique. It is the only apocalyptic book in the New Testament. What makes this 

so unusual is that while the New Testament books were written, apocalyptic literature flourished. In 

fact, during the period between the Old and New Testaments, apocalyptic literature was the most 

common type of Jewish religious writing.  

At the heart of apocalyptic literature was hope — hope that God would right wrongs and rescue the 

righteous. The Jews knew that they were God’s chosen people, yet they had been subject to ungodly 

rules for so long. As a result, they longed for that great day when God would intervene in history and 

bring about what he promised. They gave shape to these longings in the so-called apocalyptic writings 

(apocalypse is a Greek word meaning an “unveiling” or “uncovering” of future events or hidden realms, 

like heaven).  

Apocalyptic literature dealt with the details of God’s return: how he would burst into history, whom he 

would destroy, how he would set up his kingdom. These books were, of necessity, the products of 

dreams and visions. Consequently, they were filled with swirling images and vivid pictures of death, 

supernatural places and creatures, destruction and redemption, and so on. Since the events described 

were unlike anything that had ever happened, they could only be alluded to, often in cryptic language. 

The resulting mystery surrounding such writing was further compounded by the need for secrecy. Were 

these books to fall into the hands of the rulers (the ones singled out for destruction), they would be 

considered seditious and would land their authors in jail or worse. So the books were written in code. 

They could be understood only by those on the writer’s side who had the key to the code. Outsiders, 

such as the police, would find them unintelligible. Of course, this is why we have a problem today in 

deciphering apocalyptic literature. In many cases, we have lost the key.  

 

The Apocalyptic World View  

     Underlying both Jewish and Christian apocalyptic literature was the view that history is divided into 

two ages. The present age is evil and corrupt and it will be destroyed. The age-to- come is characterized 

by goodness and by God’s presence and power. The central turning point in history, on which 

apocalyptic writers often focused, is the Day of the Lord, when the present age will give way to the new 

age.  
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Christian writers understood this to be the day of Christ’s return — the Second Coming. He had come 

once, as a baby in Bethlehem and by his first coming had set in motion the events that would draw the 

present age to a close. When he came again, it would not be as an infant but as a king before whom the 

whole creation would bow. For the moment, however, Christians live in the in-between time. Christ’s 

ultimate victory was secured at the Cross; Satan was defeated. But the victory had yet to be claimed in 

its fullness. Satan still pretended that he was in charge and would do so until the Second Coming.  

What is striking is how similar the pattern is in Christian and Jewish apocalyptic literature. Beyond the 

obvious difference over the role of Christ, the same outline is found in Jewish literature as in Revelation. 

Specifically:   

1. The Messiah will be the central figure in the Day of the Lord.  

2. The coming of the new age will be preceded by a terrible time in history filled with war, famine, 

and calamity of all sorts. In fact, the elements themselves will disintegrate, and hatred and 

anger will prevail in human affairs.  

3. The Day of the Lord will be the time when judgment is rendered. 

4. Following judgment, there will be a time of great peace and joy. The New Jerusalem will 

descend. The dead will rise and the Messiah will reign.  

 

Characteristics  

Not only is Revelation strange; it is also difficult. The world of the Book of Revelation is so remote from 

the modern world that one hardly knows where to begin in trying to understand it. It is a world filled 

with weird beasts that have ten horns and seven heads; a world of seals and trumpets and bowls that 

bring disaster; a world populated with angels and demons, with lions and lambs, with horses and 

dragons. Who can make sense out of all this?  

As a result, we often either ignore Revelation or distort it. Barclay calls Revelation “the playground of 

religious eccentrics” (The Revelation of John: Daily Study Bible, Vol. 1, p. 1). Indeed some wild notions 

have been extracted from Revelation and claimed to have divine sanction.  

On the other hand, as Philip Carrington has said:  

In the case of the Revelation we are dealing with an artist greater than Stevenson or Coleridge 

or Bach. St. John has a better sense of the right word than Stevenson; he has a greater 

command of unearthly supernatural loveliness than Coleridge; he has a richer sense of melody 

and rhythm and composition than Bach . . . It is the only masterpiece of pure art in the New 

Testament (The Meaning of Revelation, pp. xvii, xix).  

The Book of Revelation is well worth reading, but it must be approached with humility and caution. To 

pin one’s whole theology on details in the Book of Revelation is dangerous indeed. With prayer and 

patience, the reader needs to work at understanding the text.  
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Revelation is written in the worst Greek of any book of the New Testament. There are mistakes in 

grammar and stylistic errors such as a schoolboy would make. Yet R. H. Charles, an expert on apocalyptic 

literature, considers the bad grammar deliberate. According to Charles, John wrote this way for 

emphasis. His clumsy Greek style reflects his attempt to translate Old Testament passages — the author 

was thinking in Hebrew but writing in Greek. Furthermore, a vision such as John had can never be 

adequately captured by mere words. John had to push language to its limits even to approximate what 

he had seen. The poor Greek may also have resulted from John’s imprisonment on Patmos, where he 

probably had no secretary to smooth out his style. (A Critical Exegetical Commentary on the Revelation 

of St. John: International Critical Commentary, pp. x-xi).  

 

Author  

Although the author only refers to himself as “John” (1:4), it has traditionally been assumed that he was 

none other than John the apostle. In fact, this simple designation “John” is strong proof in itself that the 

apostle was the writer. Typically apocalyptic literature claimed to be authored by famous heroes of the 

past (e.g., Abraham, Ezra, Enoch, and Baruch). But John writes in his own name, and only a person of the 

stature of an apostle could expect to have such a work received as authoritative. Furthermore, when 

Revelation is compared to the Gospel of John and the three letters of John, there are striking similarities 

in ideas, theology, and language.  

John wrote from the island of Patmos, a rocky, barren island in the Aegean Sea (ten miles long and five 

miles wide), where he had been exiled because of his Christian witness. Tradition says that he was 

eventually released from Patmos and spent the remaining years of his long life in Ephesus.  

Date  

Most scholars feel that the Book of Revelation was written toward the end of the reign of Domitian, that 

is, around A.D. 90-95. This is what Irenaeus, a second-century bishop, claimed. Still, this dating is not 

conclusive. Evidence has been offered that it might have been written during the last years of Nero’s 

reign (between A.D. 65 and 68) or when Vespasian was emperor (A.D. 69-79).  

Audience  

The Book of Revelation was addressed to seven churches in the western part of the Roman province of 

Asia (see map). The order in which these churches are addressed is the order in which a messenger from 

Patmos would come to each church if he followed the great circular Roman road connecting the cities.  

 

Theme  

Rome is a central and consistently negative image in the Book of Revelation. This view of the Roman 

government stands in sharp contrast to the rest of the New Testament, where Rome is seen as the 
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protector of Christianity. In the early days of missionary activity, Roman judges protected Christians 

from Jewish mobs (Acts 18:1-17; 19:13-41). It was Roman justice to which Paul turned in his time of 

need (Acts 23:12-35; 25:10-11). As a result, the apostles urged submission to Rome (Rom. 13:1-7; 1 

Peter 2:13-17). But in Revelation, the attitude is quite different. Rome is seen as a whore, drunk with the 

blood of Christians (17:5-6), deserving nothing but destruction.  

This shift in attitude is due to one thing—Caesar worship. Although Roman rulers were long considered 

divine, their centrality in Roman civil religion was not enforced until the end of the first century. Then it 

became obligatory for citizens all across the Roman Empire to appear once a year before a magistrate to 

burn a pinch of incense and declare, “Caesar is Lord’ This was more an act of loyalty to Rome than a 

religious statement, but Christians simply could not bring themselves to declare that anyone except 

Jesus was Lord. As a result, they were hounded mercilessly by civil authorities. This is the situation to 

which Revelation speaks. It attempts to encourage Christians by giving them the long view. They may 

suffer now while Caesar pretends to be Lord, but ahead lays unimaginable glory when Jesus, the true 

Lord, comes in power. This kind of vision would give harassed Christians the strength to endure.  

 

Structure  

John begins with a description of the vision from which the Book of Revelation came (chap. 1). Chapters 

2 and 3 contain specific messages to seven churches in Asia Minor. Chapters 4 and 5 describe a vision of 

God and of Christ. Then in chapters 6-19 various plagues of judgment are described. The book is 

concluded (chaps. 20-22) by a description of the coming kingdom.  

While the overall structure is clear, how it all fits together varies with the reader’s interpretive posture.  

Interpretation  

There are widely varying ways to interpret Revelation. Some limit its meaning to the first century 

struggle between the church and Rome. Others see Revelation as a collection of symbols that predict 

future events (e.g., the locusts from the bottomless pit represent the invasion of Europe by Islam). In 

fact, the Book of Revelation probably speaks both to the immediate first century struggle of Christians 

and to the future when the Lord will return.

Or on the level of 

spiritual reality here and now (as in Eph. 2:6), where good and evil are unmasked to be seen for what 

they really are?  

2. Who is the figure on the throne? What is he like? What are the 24 elders like? (Note: 24 seems to 

represent all of God’s people, stemming from the 12 tribes before Christ and the 12 apostles after 

Christ; see Rev. 21:12-14).  

3. What does the scene around the throne include? Note its many Old Testament images (Gen. 9:12-17; 

Exod. 19:16-19; 25:31-40; 2 Chron. 4:2-6, Ezek. 1).  

4. How does John envision the four living creatures (a likely reference to nature, throbbing with the 

eternal power and deity of God)? What kind of response does the central figure elicit from the elders 

and the creatures? Why?  

5. What does this say about who God is and how he relates to his creation?  

REFLECT:  

1. What invitation has Jesus extended to you this week? How did you respond?  

2. When would you say you were “in the Spirit” this week? What does that term mean to you?  

3. How have you worshiped God today? How good do you feel about the way you worship God? Why? 

What needs to happen in your life for you to feel better?  

4. Likewise, how do you feel about your small group worship?

What 

does this vision say to us in the twentieth century as we view our out-of-control world? Based on this, 

what actions will you take this week?

1. How have you sensed God’s protection and fresh wind in the last six months? Before that?  

2. What sort of seal has God placed on your life? How is this seal evident to others?

1. If you could have been a member of any tribe in history, which tribe would you choose? Why?

Is this innumerable, mixed 

multitude the same as the 144,000 Israelites/servants of God? Why or why not? What are they doing, 

wearing, and carrying?

What does all this say about God’s kingdom and Christ’s sacrifice?  

 

2. When the multitude cries out, how do the angels, elders, and the four living creatures respond?  

 

3. What qualifies this white-robed crowd to stand before God? What is their new role? What is “the 

great tribulation” — a particular event or a general experience?

1. Have each group member take a different one of the praise words ascribed to God to meditate on and 

reflect back to him as part of your group’s devotion to God. 2. What is your greatest tribulation or 

persecution? How difficult does that seem next to that faced by the people of John’s day? Why? How 

difficult does it seem next to the majesty of God seen in this passage? Why? How will you incorporate 

this glimpse of heavenly worship into your earthly walk? 3. If your group were suddenly transported to 

this throne of God and transformed by what you saw there, what new apparel, attitudes and activities 

would you each take on?

REFLECT:  

1. Does this imagery seem far removed from your everyday experience? Why?  

 

2. When was the last time you tried silent meditation or cried for justice? What happened?

OPEN:  

1. What is one of the moat excruciating pains you’ve ever experienced? What happened?

trumpets signify: Triumph or doom? Life or death? Or what?  

2. How do these sets of events of the first four trumpets compare with the events inaugurated by the 

first six seals?  

3. Likewise, how do these sets of events compare with the plagues in Exodus 7-10 and Joel 2:1-11?  

4. What parallels or repeated patterns do you see between the opening of the seals and sounding of the 

trumpets, suggesting these two scenes are in reality two aides of the same coin? (Note how the 

trumpets focus on what will happen to the unbelieving world, whereas the seals focus on what will 

happen to the church.)
